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Hygienization

Waterleau New Energy is part of the Horizon 2020 SYSTEMIC project which is 

demonstrating a variety of technologies for the recovery of mineral nutrients (N, P, K) 

and works on the production of a number of (nutrient-depleted) organic soil improvers 

and fertilisers. The implementation of nutrient-recovery technologies allows plant 

owners to process biowaste into user-specific products for the regional market.

Waterleau New Energy (WNE) is part of the Horizon 2020 SYSTEMIC project which is demonstrating a variety 

of technologies for the recovery of mineral nutrients (N,P,K). WNE has digestate processing technologies 

implemented that efficiently re-use the heat produced by the CHP engines and ultimately recover process 

water from the digestate. The P-rich solids are used on soils that demand nutrients and the ammonia water 

is used as an alternative to mineral urea in flue gas NOx scrubbing of an incineration plant.
